2A Infra-red radiation

What is infra-red radiation?

The Sun gives out lots of infra-red radiation. We say that it emits infra red radiation.
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	Infra-red radiation travels from the Sun to the Earth through empty space. 

There are no particles in space. 
The radiation travels by waves.


Detecting infra-red radiation

We can film objects at night time using a camera that detects infra-red radiation.

	This image shows us that the man’s eyes are the hottest part of his face. We can tell this because the image is brightest around his eyes.

The nose is the darkest. This tells us that the nose emits least infra-red radiation.
