Free School Meals threshold has lowered

Government has recently changed the threshold for families who may be eligible for free
school meals. This will be a great help to families on low incomes who have just missed
eligibility in the past.

Following a recent consultation by the Department for Education (DfE), there will be a new
income threshold for all families receiving or going onto Universal Credit (UC).

From 1% April 2018, the new Income Threshold will be £7,400 net (take home pay).
