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Have fun following the instructions to create your own safari in a shoebox!

You will need:
* A shoebox
* Colouring pencils or felt tips
* Paint, container for water, paintbrushes
* Glue | Py

» Scissors 2

How to make:

1.Begin by colouring in your animals, baobab tree and watering hole templates. Think about the colours
you will use. You could draw extra animals or safari features if you wish.

2.Cut out your templates carefully, cut around the ‘tabs’ as this part is needed for you to glue the
templates in the shoebox. Bend the tabs back on the templates. You may need an adult to help you
with this step.

3. Take the shoebox and turn it on its side. Paint the inside of the box or use your pens so it looks like an
African landscape. Think about the sun, the sky and the savannah. You could draw on other details
such as rocks, mountains, more trees and lakes. You could decorate the outside of the box. You will need
to leave your box to dry before gluing in your animals and landscape features.

4 Practise arranging your animals and features in your shoebox to see how they will look before you glue
them down.

5.Glue your animals and landscape features in your shoebox.

6.You now have a complete safari in a shoebox!
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
